Financial Update 
In September our deficit grew again by $5,373 to $49,725 for 
the year. 
 

Total income   $403,788 
Total expenses  $453,513 
Current Deficit  $  49,725 
 

This is a large amount to reduce before year end. 
 

More important are the budget implications. At the end of   
September, we are 75% through our year, but have received 
only 59% of budgeted income. At the end of September there 
was a $86,768 shortfall in what we expected to have to meet 
the actual 2025 budget number. 
 

This is more than one full time staff equivalent. To be realistic 
and fiscally responsible, the finance committee will be          
preparing a budget based on income received. It will be up to 
the congregation to determine the level of support at the       
annual congregational meeting in November.
